What KHIE Needs 
 
 Signed KHIE participation agreement and addendum  
 Admission, Discharge and Transfer (ADT) data feed 
 HL7 version 2.5.1 messages generated by 2014 CEHRT that contain: 

 Admit/Visit Notification (A01) 
 Discharge/End Visit (A03) 
 Register a Patient (A04), or  
 Update Patient Information (A08)  

 
How it Works 
 
KHIE will monitor the Admission, Discharge and Transfer data feed            
containing HL7 messages associated with the trigger events A01, A03, A04, 
or A08. 
 
KHIE will send a minimum data set necessary in support of CDC BioSense 
requirements. Reports will be submitted to CDC daily through a secure 
Internet connection.  
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
